Attention 7th & 8th Grade Students and Parents





A new lunchtime activity is being organized! It is called the Ohio Stock Market Simulation (� HYPERLINK "http://www.ohiosms.com" ��www.ohiosms.com�) The Ohio “SMS” is an electronic simulation of Wall Street trading designed to teach students how financial markets work and how they affect the economy.   It is sponsored by the Economics America Center at John Carroll University.  Students form teams, manage a hypothetical portfolio of stocks and mutual funds over a ten week period, and compete with other local teams to achieve the largest portfolio gains (Gesu, Mayfield, Hawken, Cleveland Heights are a few of the local schools/districts who entered teams last year).





Each team of up to 5 students receives $100,000 in imaginary funds that can be invested in stocks on the AMEX, NASDAQ, and NYSE.  Students visit � HYPERLINK "http://www.ohiosms.com" ��www.ohiosms.com� to submit trades, review team activity, research stocks, obtain quotes, look up ticker symbols and review team rankings. 





The cost is $16 per team ($3.20 per student).  Since we have two volunteer coaches to start, we are trying to organize two teams of 5 students for the fall session (October 4-December 10).  Teams will be formed on a first come first served basis.  Sign-up sheets will be dated as they are turned in.  Teams will meet once a week during their lunch hour  throughout the fall session.
